Each participant will focus in one research
line carrying out a small project during their stay but also learning about all
the research done by the other team members being open to help out with
whatever is needed in the team. The research line and the objectives of the
internship will be set before closing the candidature so the intern will know
more accurately what to expect and the work that will be done during the
internship. The main activities for the participants will be; joining the
research campaigns at sea (usually 3 to 5 days per week) and working in the
office on their research duties the days that it's not possible to go out at sea.
The main goal of this internship is that the participants get a general
overview of a cetacean research project getting experience on the main
techniques used for cetacean research, and more particularly to their main
research line, as well as getting sailing notions.
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
